Coming this spring: The Ann and Bill Cullen Collection
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Artistic Legacy: The Ann and Bill Cullen Collection is an exhibition of 53 paintings and drawings from the
estate of Ann Macomber Cullen, a famous actress and runway model and the wife of radio- and
gameshow host Bill Cullen (“The Price is Right” and “The $25,000 Pyramid”). Herself an avid artist, Ann
attended the University of Southern California as an art major and later furthered her studies at the
prestigious Chouinard Art Institute in Los Angeles (now the California Institute of the Arts).

While she and her husband lived in New York City in the 1960s, she befriended Dong Kingman, a master
of the California Watercolor Style which first originated at Chouinard. Until she passedin 2018, she
continued to collect and getto know many of the most prominent artists of the movement, including Rex
Brandt, Emil Kosa Jr., and Millard Sheets. Thisis the first exhibition that showcases a small selection of
her paintings and drawings along with the major body of works that she spent herlife collecting. Click
